Tell him who your sponsor is and why you asked them to be your sponsor.

What are some of the things you’ve been doing to get your service hours? (describe both what you did and what your learned; what does it have to do with the faith) Two examples would probably be enough.
What does confirmation mean to you? In your own words explain it in a few sentence paragraph. 
Do you feel that you are ready to receive the sacrament of Confirmation? (hopefully YES) Why? 
Lastly, end with… Archbishop Naumann, with your permission I believe I am ready for the sacrament of Confirmation.
